Until the endowment is of suitable Sze,
recognition will be limited an inscribed plague to be presented to the selected
Instructor at the local unit. It isto be presented by a NSCC Board member, Field
Representative, or Regiond Director, as appropriate.

Commanding Officers will submit |etter nominations for this award to the
Regiond Directors no later than 1 November of each year, in the manner of other
awards as outlined in Section 111, Paragraph 5 of subject Manual.
